This trip is covered by the Annual Consent Form that was issued to all pupils at the end of last 

term. l year. If you have not already returned your completed form to the school office, please 

ensure you do so by Friday 6th September. If there are any changes, since submitting your form 

please contact the school and let them know. If you wish to withdraw your consent for the trip, 

please contact the school office before Friday 6th September. 

Pupils 

participating will need to bring:
